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The total amount of scholarship funding awarded for the 2026 
Summer session increased by 61% compared to the 2025 
Summer session. At the same time, credentialing and 
workforce development scholarship funding increased by 
62%, as more single parents pursued fast-track training 
programs that led directly to stable careers and higher wages.

Behind every number is a parent working late shifts, studying 
after their children go to bed, and fighting to create a better 
future for their family.
